Christians should not s , but the reality is that we do. But we should not be discouraged,
because we are forgiven!

Because we sin, there is an on-going spiritual “c r ” battle taking place
(Zech 3; Rev 12:10).

Defendant = Us Christians

Prosecutor = Satan

Defense Attorney = Jesus

Judge = God the Father

Verdict = NOT GUILTY (or could be viewed as guilty BUT the sentence/penalty was paid
for by Jesus on the cross)

God’s forgiveness is NOT a “I tos ” (i.e. a presumption of God’s
grace). By presuming on God’s grace and intentionally sinning we:

a) Disrespect the gospel

b) Show that we may not be truly saved

c) Can develop hard hearts

d) Forget that even forgiven sin may still have consequences

There is u atonement. Jesus died for the whole world and all who call upon
Jesus will be saved (see John 3:16; 2 Peter 3:9; | Timothy 2:3-6; Acts 2:21; Romans 10:13).

One of the signs we are truly a child of God is that we o His commands.

There is a strong link between | and obedience (John 14:15, 21, 23-24).

Some Key Points:

1) We can’t love the w and God at the same time — we can’t serve two masters (Matt
6:24).

2) The world and its evil desires will pass away — but the person who does the will of God lives

3) We need to not c to the patterns, values and temptations of the world:
a) Lust of the flesh (cravings of sinful man). Unbiblical desires for sex, food, pleasure, etc.
b) Lust of the eyes. Unbiblical desires for money and material things.

c) Boastful pride of life (boasting of what we have and do). Unbiblical desire for power
and prestige.

| John 2: 18-27 “Real Deal Christians are Alert to Lies and Follow the Truth”
Some Key Points:

1) There have always been “a ” to lead people astray.
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2) Antichrists (deceivers) often are p of the broad church — but are not true believers.
Deceivers often break way from larger bible believing churches.

3) Deceivers deny that Jesus is the C (Messiah; Savior).

4) Deceivers deny that Jesus is the w to God the Father. Deceivers end up denying God
the Father because they deny His Son.
